Gun Mounting Tips By
John Bidwell.

Don't let your Gun Mounting let
you down! It's always easier and
more accurate to bring the gun
up to the line of a target than to
loose sight of the target under the
barrels. This technique works
best with the rabbit. Beware of
slow targets which come to a
virtual stand still overhead. They
encourage the shooter to shift his
weight to the back leg and lift his
head from the stock in the
process.
